Central Oregon Saturday Market Guidelines

1. Central Oregon Saturday Market (COSM) is a non-profit agency for mutual benefit established in 1974 to provide an opportunity for craft persons to display and sell their handcrafted items in an affordable, safe, fair, and pleasant family environment. 

2. An elected Board of Directors (volunteering their time) governs COSM. The Board will meet monthly for a regular business meeting that is open to any interested Market Members. 

During market hours, please be considerate, the Board of Directors are vendors first and would prefer to conduct COSM business outside of market hours. The only exception will be urgent matters that cannot or should not wait. A COSM membership meeting is held annually to elect each term’s Board of Directors. 
3. The “sellers are the makers” of the products offered at COSM. Immediate family members may represent the maker. Products being sold at the market must be crafted by the seller. An exception of 15% of booth space may have other items if those items directly relate to those constructed by the member.
 

All items for sale at the market or in the market area will be of a nature consistent with a family environment. Sale or use of alcohol, controlled substances or paraphernalia by market vendors at COSM events is prohibited. 
Upon request of the COSM Board of Directors, all members of the Market agree to demonstrate how any item is they sell at the Market is constructed. The Board of Directors will determine the location of the demonstration. 

All vendors must abide by government rules and regulations concerning their products. This includes fire regulations, food handler regulations, and the City of Bend Business License. 

Food vendors MUST supply a copy of approval documentation issued by the Deschutes County Health Dept or Dept of Agriculture with the COSM application. The approval documentation MUST be available for inspection at all markets attended. Failure to follow proper food handling procedures will result in immediate dismissal from COSM.

4. COSM Annual Membership fee is $25. Summer Market space rent will be $25 for a 10x10 foot space. If the vendor chooses to prepay for 4 consecutive markets they will be given a reduced rate of $20 per Saturday ($80 total to be paid). This reduced rate does not apply to our two day events Memorial Day Weekend and Labor Day Weekend
New vendor applicants MUST furnish a photograph of their craft with the application for Market membership. 
Members may share booth space, but EACH must be registered, pay membership fee, complete and sign application. 

5. COSM will convene every Saturday beginning Memorial Day weekend and ending Labor Day weekend, unless decided otherwise, (we may convene two or more Saturdays into September.) The first and last markets (the holiday weekend markets) will be 2-day markets (Saturday and Sunday). We take off the second Saturday in July due to conflicts with a festival in downtown Bend. 

The hours for selling at the market will be 10am-4pm. 

Members may check in for booth assignment as early as 7:30am and no later than 9am. If a member has not checked in by 9am their space may be forfeited. 

6. The market closes at 4pm; members may not begin to dismantle before this time. Courtesy to vendors and shoppers requires that all vendors remain at the market until closing. 
No vehicles will be allowed in the market area between the hours of 9:30am and 4:30pm unless the area is clear of shoppers. To allow for library and COSM customer parking please park your vehicle on one of the side streets near the market area or in the lot in front of City Hall, north of Louisiana St.  
7. Members are responsible for reserving their space each week. You may do this by phone at 541-420-9015, via email to info@centraloregonsaturdaymarket.com, or by informing the Market Coordinator the week prior. This must be done by Thursday each week to secure a space for the Saturday Market. 

Please have payment ready for the Market Coordinator in the morning upon check in and space assignment. All payments are due at the time of check-in. 

If you have reserved a space and cannot attend please call the Market phone by Thursday evening prior to that week’s Saturday Market. No future booth reservations will be accepted without pre-payment if you do not show and do not call. 

8. To preserve the integrity of the Market, efforts will be made to ensure that no more than 20% of the vendors at each Market represent similar crafts. 

The only exception to this rule will be food vendors. At the beginning of the season we will see how many food vendors we have and will not allow any menu duplication. 

9. Canopies must be weighted or secured at all four points, at all times to prevent movement in the wind. This is to prevent damage to your product and as well as possible damage to your fellow vendor’s product. 

10. Vendor smoking or pets are not allowed in the market area. 

11. No refunds will be issued. No exceptions. COSM is a rain or shine event. 

12. COSM is not responsible for any lost, stolen, or broken items. Members should consider acquiring personal product liability insurance. 

13. Any violation of the market guidelines and/or membership agreement will result in a written warning and possible expulsion from COSM for the remainder of the season. 

14. COSM does not discriminate on any basis. 

15. COSM has the option of adding additional guidelines at any time.
